Kingsbury Swimming Pool (747)
The next meeting has now been set for 22nd November.  There is no further information to report at this time.

Steps and footway into the Water Park (748)
WCC have asked the Water Park what arrangements they have made to do some maintenance work to clear the steps and overgrown vegetation, but no response has yet been received.  This will be checked to see if the work has been completed.

Proposed New Play Equipment-Recreation Ground, K’bury (749)

The contractors have stated that they cannot commence work installing the equipment until the 29th November.  Councillors were disappointed that this had taken longer from the order date to the start date than expected, and the Clerk was asked to write to the contractors.  
Depending on the weather the estimated time for the work is only three weeks, so an opening event was discussed for Christmas Eve.  However, at the time of writing these minutes it is now going to be delayed due to the extreme snow and icy conditions.  Further information will follow in the next parish minutes.

Concerns regarding flooding and West Midlands Water Ski Centre (751)  

The latest response from the Environment Agency is:- that a number of staff are actively moving this forward.  There are still a number of issues in relation to this matter being discussed and we will be updated when they are in a position to legally do so.  This has been passed onto the resident who raised the matter.

Quality Parish Status (752)

To produce the 1st newsletter we are waiting for some definite time scales and details of an opening event regarding the new playground before arranging printing and delivery to give residents the most information possible.   
Costs for copying and distribution were discussed and based on the quotes available it was proposed by Councillor H Phillips and seconded by Councillor A Lewis and agreed that the Clerk could agree costs of around £500 for copying and distributing the newsletter to all households in the parish. 

RESOLVED:  That the Clerk could arrange to copy and distribute a newsletter to all residents if the costs (before VAT) came to around £500.00.

Marking of road and speed humps in Wood End and Hurley (753)

Most roads have now been marked up for renewal or completed, but Councillors reported that Smith Street, Wood End and half of Hurley still needs completing.  The Clerk will liaise with WCC.

Continuing Problems with  HGV vehicles through Whateley (755)

As agreed at the last meeting the Clerk has told WCC to go ahead and arrange for a new sign, which shows a road narrows sign above a lorry crossed through saying not suitable for HGVs, to be ordered.  The costs we agreed are between £800 - £1000 and WCC will forward details to the Clerk when exact costs are known before the go ahead is given for production.

Planning Applications
PAP/2010/0554 – St Margarets, Trinity Road, Kingsbury- demolition of existing dwelling and erection of 3 dwellings and a dormer bungalow.  An application has been received to apply for a 3 year extension to this application.  Councillors have concerns about parking issues in this area and these will be passed onto NWBC.

Replacement of lift- Kingsbury School - This was for a slight alteration to the height of the lift not the initial planning application which had already been approved.

The Council’s Standing orders Part Two were discussed and reviewed.  They are based on a model set of standing orders and certain parts can be amended to suit each council.  The Clerk guided Councillors through the relevant sections and changes were discussed and agreed.  It was proposed by Councillor H Phillips and seconded by Councillor M Moss and carried

Councillors Parish Matters raised October 2010 (769)
The following responses were received from the relevant authorities:

· Four Street lights out or damaged in Wood End and one in Hurley Common – These have been reported and should be done next week.
· Request for a pelican crossing on Coventry Road by Mill Crescent, Kingsbury – The need for a crossing has to be assessed initially using various criteria and there are very limited funds which are not available until next financial year.  The level of justification is the essential starting point for comparing sites to ensure that available resources are used effectively. The site can be assessed and WCC asked for an exact location in order to do this.
· Tanker seen driving through village in breach of the routeing agreement – Wincanton have spoken to their driver and he used this route due to severe traffic delays along the primary route.  They have since re-affirmed to all drivers that they should avoid the village road unless there is absolutely no alternative.
· When will the grit bins be filled up? – These have all been filled
