Minutes to be Approved
It was proposed by Cllr K Giles and seconded by Cllr A Simpson and agreed by all:

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the Council meeting held on 15th July 2009 are approved as a true record.  Also the minutes of the Annual Council Meeting and the Annual Assembly held on 20th  May are also approved, subject to an amendment that Cllr K Giles was present at the Annual Assembly meeting.

Kingsbury Swimming Pool (445)

The Swimming pool Manager and her Deputy were invited to attend the meeting to discuss the future of the pool.  A representative from WCC came to the previous meeting and told Councillors that negotiations were still ongoing between two possible interested parties, to try to secure alternative management for the pool.  He also led Councillors to understand that he would be writing a public statement to be read out at the Area Committee meeting in September.  An update received recently, now stated that no statement would be given and the decision whether to close the pool or keep it open is now not due until the end of November.

The situation was discussed at length and it was decided to gather as much information as possible and write a statement from the Parish Council ready to send out if the outcome was to close.  This will be forwarded to all prior to the next meeting.

Steps and footway into the Water Park (447)

WCC have raised the order for the work and told the contractor to carry the work out as soon as possible.  Staff health issues have delayed the work but any backlog should be completed as a priority in the next few weeks.

Secure Stop Gates for Hurley and Kingsbury (448)
It has been suggested that ‘chicanes’ are created at the two points where they leave Meadow Road and Hawthorn Avenue, Hurley so as to prevent access by motorcyclists and those using quads and also in Range Way, Kingsbury leading to the Linear Park.  After discussion, it was proposed by Councillor C Ayasamy and seconded by Councillor K Giles and unanimously agreed to pay for these as an acceptable quote was received by having all three installed at the same time.  A site visit would be arranged so that Councillors could ensure that they are erected in the correct place and ask any questions before an order is placed.
RESOLVED:  That three secure stop gates are purchased at a cost of £2128.30 at Meadow Road and Hawthorn Avenue, Hurley and Range Way, Kingsbury.

Proposed Play Equipment-K’bury Recreation Ground, Church Lane (449)

The Clerk and Chair met with NWBC to discuss funding options for the play area.  NWBC have allocated £10,000 for each area forum towards projects that help to deliver the priorities set out in the Green Space Strategy.  We will be putting in a bid for this money to help with securing further funding for the play area.  A decision will be given in early February.  Also possible sources of further funding were discussed and these will be looked into.

Piccadilly Play Area (450) 

The gap by the ‘kissing gate’ left by the contractors when fitting Piccadilly play area needs blocking off.  There is still no further information from NWBC.

Wood End bus stop (452)
PCSO P Beale reported that the police would be organising the painting of the bus shelter.

Community Speed Watch (453)

The Community Speed Watch scheme provides an innovative solution to enable local communities to actively take control of their problem speeding areas in partnership with the Borough Council and the Police.  It is an on-going process of collecting data on Sycamore Road, Kingsbury to see if we meet the criteria for the scheme to get underway.

Councillors Parish matters raised February (454) 

· Path edges need trimming on the Church Road recreation ground – A quote from a local company was received at a very reasonable price of £150.00 and the Chair and Clerk, as previously agreed by Councillors, arranged for the work to be done in September.

· Road needs attention on Tamworth Road by the Islington development following the building work– County Highways have visited the site and reported back but did not recommend any further action.  Councillor A Lewis asked the Clerk to follow this up as there were still concerns.

New Bench for Piccadilly (455)

NWBC are able to take delivery and fit the bench for us.  The base will need to be checked out before ordering so that the correct fixings can be purchased.  We are waiting for a response on this from NWBC before ordering.

Overgrown tree, Coventry Road is covering the Bus stop sign (458)

It appears that a lilac tree in the Linear park is covering the sign.  This will be further investigated and NWBC contacted.
